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A note from the Pastor
Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

‘ ivic law requires corporations to make their financial
reports public once a year. It’s now time for our parish

to comply with this requirement. Mr. Ken Albers, the chairman
of our Finance Council, is present at all Masses this weekend to
give a short talk about our financial situation. We always like
to provide some verbal description of what you may also find
inserted in our bulletin for the sake of clarity and understand-
ing. In addition to presenting our financial situation at Mass,
Mr. Albers will be available to answer all questions you may
have during a “Town Hall” meeting on Thursday, October 6™
at 7:00 PM in the lower church. I invite all to participate,
and I thank Mr. Albers and the entire Finance Council for their
involvement and generous help.

I’d like to thank all of you parishioners as well for patient-
ly listening to a “financial” talk at the end of Mass. While a
financial report is not meant to uplift us spiritually, it is still an
important moment to foster communication and dialogue. The
report might be received with some apprehension and concern.
Yet, we want to do all this without losing our peace of mind
and confidence in the providence of God. In fact, 'm quite
confident that all who receive this information with open mind
and heart will be able to respond to it in ways that will benefit
our church and help it increase its vitality and vibrancy.

How many times I have been so impressed by the gener-
osity of many who have spontaneously contributed in times of
need! I would never be able to thank them enough. At the same
time, 1 have been quite often surprised by the “resistance” of
some who have decided to reduce their involvement or contri-
bution to the parish when our financial needs have become
really serious. All should once again look into their hearts and
sincerely ask themselves how they want to behave in the future.

A great deal of work has been done in the past three years
in order to reduce both our expenses and the amount of the
Archdiocesan assessment that still remains unpaid. We have
also introduced new ways to raise our funds and manage them
more effectively. Our efforts have been successful in some
extent, but we now fear that little may be left to be done in or-
der to further our finances. Yet, something can still be done. As
you are reading this note, I’m attending my annual retreat, and
praying — as I do daily — for our parish needs. This I invite you
to do as well, so that God may touch the hearts of those who
still love the Church, who still care for “their” church.

I also invite you to pray for evangelization in our parish,
so that many may come back who have lost hope, cannot share
the joy of living our faith as a community in Christ, or are not
able to experience the possibility to love each other as God
loves us. Our yearly financial report, in the end, is but a call for
us to work together to bring back home those who have left.
Our most important treasure is not the monetary one; it is rather
made of all people of good will who carry in their heart the
seed of a faith that is meant to grow and bear fruit with the help
of God and the Church.
