Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 

H oly Week begins today with the celebration of Palm 
Sunday. As the Lenten season gets to its end the 

Church asks us to accompany Christ on the path that leads to 
his Passion and Cross so that we may too participate in the Pas-
chal Mystery. We do so by uniting our pains and sufferings – 
our crosses – to those of Christ, in the sure hope that with him 
we will experience the resurrection and the new life. 
        A question always comes to my mind at the beginning of 
Holy Week: “Have I lived Lent well? Have I made enough 
sacrifices and dedicated much time to prayer and works of 
charity?” The answer is, normally, “No, I haven’t; I could have 
done more; I could have done better” – and that ultimately ap-
plies to any time of the year when events and circumstances 
make me think that I should be a better priest, a better pastor, a 
better person … Yet, it is precisely this realization that makes 
me understand that – absurd as it may sound! – the Lenten sea-
son has actually been a very fruitful one. As I actually see with 
ever more clarity all my limitations and sins, the only thing I 
can do is to abandon myself to the Lord and enter this Holy 
Week with the desire and hope that Christ may complete in and 
for me what I cannot achieve with my sole efforts. 
        Holy Week, more than any other time of the year, presents 
us with the “humanity” of Christ – with all its fears, pains, 
struggles: the man Jesus sweats blood in the face of his Fa-
ther’s request to sacrifice himself for the salvation of all, yet 
gives in to his Father’s will confident that the only way to ex-
perience the resurrection is to trust Him: to love Him with all 
his mind, heart, and strength. It’s by uniting our weak and frag-
ile humanity to the one of Christ that we can be made partici-
pant in his victory over death. This is what the Church urges us 
to do during Holy Week, so that we may learn to trust God 
throughout our life and experience his immense love for us. 
        I encourage all to participate actively in the celebrations of 
the Easter Triduum, which begins on Holy Thursday, April 
13th, with the celebration of the Mass of the Lord’s Supper at 
7:00 PM, and will reach its climax dur ing the Easter Vigil, 
scheduled to begin at 8:30 PM, Saturday, April 15th. During the 
Triduum we will pray Morning Prayer every day at 9:00 AM 
from Holy Thursday to Holy Saturday. On Good Friday we 
will also introduce this year Outdoor Stations of the Cross, at 
12:00 PM, in addition to the Youth Group Living Stations 
at 2:30 PM. I am very grateful to all those who have given so 
much of their time to set up beautiful Stations of the Cross in 
our Garden of Joy. Many thanks also to the parishioners who 
have memorialized those Stations with generosity and enthusi-
astic participation. 
        I am also very happy to announce that on Easter Day we 
are going to celebrate the Baptism of three children. Baptisms 
will be during the 12:15 PM Mass (not after!) in order to make 
their celebration more meaningful in its connection to the Pas-
chal Mystery and allow a larger congregation to welcome new 
members into our parish family.

																			2017	LENTEN	REGULATIONS	
1. The days of both Fast and Abstinence during Lent 

are Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  If possible, 
the fast on Good Friday is continued until the Easter 
Vigil (on Holy Saturday night) as the “paschal fast” 
to honor the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus, 
and to prepare ourselves to share more fully and to 
celebrate more readily His Resurrection. The other 
Fridays of Lent are days of Abstinence. 

          On a day of Fast, only one (1) full meal is 
permitted, and two (2) smaller meals, which if added 
together, would not exceed the main meal in quantity. 
         Those between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to 
fast. On a day of Abstinence, no meat may be eaten.    
Those who have reached the age of 14 are obliged by the 
law of abstinence. 
 
2. The obligation to observe the laws of Fast & 
Abstinence “substantially”, or as a whole, is a serious 
obligation. 
 
3. The Fridays of the year, outside of Lent, are 
designated as days of penance, but each individual may 
substitute for the traditional abstinence from meat some 
other practice of voluntary self-denial as penance.   
 
4. The time for fulfilling the Paschal Precept (Easter 
Duty*) extends from the First Sunday of Lent, March 5, 
2017 to The Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity, June 
11, 2017. 
    *Canon 920, 1. All the faithful, after  they have been 
initiated into the Most Holy Eucharist, are bound by the 
obligation of receiving Communion as least once a year.
